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In particular, two colamns in the cella’s west aisle are now leaning
precarioasly { likely doe to soil subsidence and weak foundations),
while a sgnificant fracture in the central drom of 2 third column
could lead te imminent collapse if not repaired. Given the size and
hesght of these columns, their collapse—in addition to destroying
the colomns themselves—would inflict heavy stroctural dam-
age on both the cella’s Pudlnm and the mbchury's monomental
Mahataean walls.
